Water restrictions began June I in the City of San Diego

In the City of San Diego manda-
tory water restrictions have begun
as of June 1. The City will be in
a Level 2 Drought Alert. Level 2
includes mandatory water restric-
tions. In addition, all voluntary
Level 1 conservation practices
become mandatory.

The Level 2 restrictions in-
clude:

* Irrigate only between 6 p.m.
and 10 a.m.

« Landscape irrigation is limited
to no more than three assigned
days per week from June 1-Oct. 31.
Those assigned days are:

Homes with odd-numbered ad-
dresses can water: Sunday, Tuesday
and Thursday.

Homes with even-numbered
addresses can water: Saturday,
Monday and Wednesday.

e Landscape irrigation using

sprinklers is limited to no more
than 10 minutes maximum per
watering station per assigned day
(does not apply to drip, micro-ir-
rigation or stream rotor systems).

* Trees and shrubs not irrigated
by a landscape irrigation system
may be watered no more than three
assigned days per week by using
a hand-held container, hand-held
hose with positive shut-off nozzle,
or low-volume soaker hose.

 All leaks must be stopped or
repaired upon discovery or within
72 hours of notipcation by the City
of San Diego.

In addition to these Level 2 re-
quirements, all Level 1 voluntary
restrictions are now mandatory.
These include:

« City of San Diego water custom-
ers must prohibit excessive irriga-
tion and must immediately correct

leaks in their private water systems.
The City’s regulations now state that
customers “shall not allow water to
leave their property due to drainage
onto adjacent properties or public
or private roadways or streets or
gutters due to excessive irrigation
and/or uncorrected leaks.”

These restrictions are permanent
and are now in place year-round.

San Diego residents are encour-
aged to report water waste by
calling the Water Hotline at (619)
515-3500.
